The Gentlemen/Lady Cadets when in receipt of
stipend are insured for ¥ 1.25 Cr as applicable to officers of the regular Army. Monthly AGIF
subscription at the rate of ¥ 12,500/- will have to be paid in advance by Gentlemen/Lady
Cadets to become member under the AGlI Scheme as applicable to regular Indian Army
Officers. For those who are invalidated out by Invalidating Medical Board (IMB) on
account of disability and not entitled to any pension will be provided ¥ 25 lakhs for 100
percent disability. This will be proportionately reduced to ¥ 5 lakhs for 20 percent
disability. However, for less than 20 percent disability, an Ex-Gratia Grant of ¥ 50,000/-
only will be paid. Disability due to alcoholism, drug addiction and due to the diseases of
pre-enrolment origin will not qualify for disability benefit and Ex-Gratia Grant.

interview, his/ her candidature will be cancelled and he/she will be returned.

(d)

All certificates in original to be carried by the candidates for SSB interview

for verification. Originals will be returned after verification at the SSB itself.

(e)

DIGILOCKER Certificate will not be accepted in lieu to ORIGINAL Certificates. In

case any School/College does not issue Certificate in hard/physical format, a certificate
must be obtained from the School/College (principal/Registrar) to that effect stating that
only e-certificates has been issued through DIGILOCKER and no hard copy has ben
provided. In such cases, candidates must produce a colour printout of the e-certificate,
duly authenticated by the concerned School/College or University.
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(f) The second copy of the printout of online application is to be retained by the
candidate for reference. There is no need to send any hard copy to Directorate General
Recruiting.

(g0 Candidates must submit only one online application. Receipt of multiple
applications from the same candidate will result in cancellation of candidature, and NO
representation will be entertained in this regard.

(h)  Candidates serving in the Armed Forces are required to inform their
Commanding Officer in writing that they have applied for this examination. Applications
of candidates serving in the Armed Forces, duly countersigned by the Commanding
Officer should be taken along with all other documents as stated above to the SSB
interview as and when called for the same.

Selection Procedure. The selection procedure is as follows: -

(a) Shortlisting of Applications. Integrated HQ of MoD (Army) reserves the
right for shortlisting of applications, without assigning any reason. The shortlisting for
SSB is based on vacancy to call up ratio.

(b) Selection of SSB Centre and Date. After Shortlisting of
applications, candidates will have to log in to the website and select
their SSB Centre & date which are available on a first come first serve
basis. SSB Centre and Date once selected will not be changed later. The
option to select SSB Centre & SSB date by candidates may be forfeited
due to occurrence of any exceptional circumstance/events. Directorate
General of Recruiting, Integrated Headquarters of Ministry of Defence
(Army) reserves the right to change SSB Centre and Date once selected.

(c) Conduct of SSB. Only shortlisted eligible candidates will
undergo SSB at Selection Centres, Prayagraj (Uttar Pradesh), Bhopal
(Madhya Pradesh), Bengaluru (Karnataka) and Jalandhar (Punjab). Call
up letter for SSB interview will be issued by respective Selection Centre
on Candidates’ registered e-mail ID and SMS only. Candidates will be
put through two stage selection procedure. Those who clear Stage | will
go to Stage Il. Those who fail in Stage | will be returned on the same
day i.e 1stday. Duration of SSB interview is five days and details of the
same are available on official website of Directorate General of
Recruiting i.e. www.joinindianarmy.nic.in. This will be followed by a
medical examination for the candidates who get recommended after
Stage Il.

(d) Joining Pre-Commission _Training Academy (PCTA). Candidates
recommended by the SSB and declared medically fit, will be issued Joining Letter for
training in the order of merit, depending on the number of vacancies available, subject
to meeting all eligibility criteria. Post joining of PCTA, permission to appear in SSB may
be granted only once during 18t term of trg, provided the OC has qualified/shortlisted for
SSB before joining the PCTA. Such leave is permitted only if candidate is upgrading his
career i.e. from SSC to PC entries.
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11. Medical Examination. Please visit www.joinindianarmy.nic.in in for Medical
Standards and Procedures of Medical Examination for Officers Entry into Army as applicable.
The validity of SSB medical examination is 270 days i.e. SSB to PCTA joining date. Any
candidate who under gone SSB medical (SMB/AMB/RMB) for any SSB of any service and
declared ‘Med FIT’ need not undergo medical examination again after the SSB of SSC(JAG)-
124 provided the date of medical (SMB) upto date of joining this course i.e. 01 Oct 2026 is less
than 270 days.

Note. The proceedings of the Medical Board are confidential and will not be divulged to
anyone. Directorate General of Recruiting has no role to play in any Medical Boards and
procedure advised by the medical authorities will be strictly adhered.

12.  Entitlement for Travelling Allowance. Candidates appearing for SSB interview for
the first time for a particular type of commission shall be entitled for AC 3-Tier to and fro
railway fare or bus fare including reservation-Cum-Sleeper Charges within the Indian
Geographical Limits. Candidates who appear again for the same type of commission will not
be entitled to travelling allowances on any subsequent occasion. For any query/clarification
regarding admissibility or payment of travelling allowance, the candidates may directly
approach the concerned Selection Centre.

13.  Merit List. It is to be noted that mere qualifying at the SSB interview does not confirm
final selection. Merit list will be prepared on the basis of the marks obtained by the candidate
at SSB interview. In case equal SSB marks are obtained by more than one candidate, the
older candidate(s) in age will be ranked higher in the merit. In case both SSB marks and age
of more than one candidate are same, the candidate(s) with higher percentage of marks in
qualifying examination will be placed higher in the merit. Higher educational qualifications,
previous performances etc have no role to play. Those in the merit list and who come within
the stipulated vacancies and are medically fit will be issued joining letters for Pre-
Commissioning training at OTA, Chennai, subject to meeting all eligibility criteria.

14.  The candidates who fail to report within 07 days from date of reporting their candidature
will be cancelled and the next candidate in merit will be considered to fill the vacancy.

15.  On joining Indian Army, some of Personal Restrictions in Service will be imposed in
accordance with Article 33 of Constitution of India as promulgated in the Army Act and Army
Rules from time to time.

16. Change of Interview Date/ Centre. Request for change of SSB interview
date/centre will NOT be entertained or replied.

Note 1. Any ambiguity/false information/concealment of information detected in
the certificates/documents/online application will result in cancellation of the
candidature at any stage of selection and thereafter.

Note 2. The candidate should have never been debarred from appearing in any
examination by UPSC.

Note 3. Candidates withdrawn from NDA/IMA/OTA/Naval Academy/Air Force Academy
or any Service Training Academy on disciplinary grounds are not eligible to apply.

Note 4. The candidate should have never been arrested or convicted by a criminal court
or involved in any case.
